Clir
Pilgrim gave an update on Marton Meadows housing development the
crossing and car park will be finished in the coming weeks no reason was
given for the delay. Dog poo bins repairs needed have been reported and
repairs now actioned by WLDC.

A complaint had also been received by Cllr Spence on the
alteration of the bus route with the journey from Marton to
Gainsborough now taking longer.
